
 Share The Road. The streets are for
everyone and you should expect to
see bicyclists on the road.

 Keep Eyes on the Road. Look for
bicyclists when changing lanes, turn-
ing and opening car doors.

 SPEED KILLS. Obey the Speed
Limit.

 Pass at a Safe Distance. Slow down
and wait for a safe place to pass with
a minimum of 3 feet of clearance.

MOTOR VEHICLE
DRIVERS SHOULD...

 Always wear a helmet.
 Be Seen. Wear reflective bright gear

and use appropriate lights at night.
 Ride Right. Always ride on the right

side of the road.
 Obey All Traffic Laws. You are en-

titled to your space on the road and
must follow the same traffic laws that
apply to motor vehicle drivers.

 Travel no more than two abreast
and remember to share the road with
motor vehicles.
